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ABSTRACT 

The paper abstract in English, of no more than 300 words. It should not include any space between paragraphs and should be written in justified form. The scope, method, findings and results should be clearly identified. The document should be in ".docx - doc MS Word" form. Line spacing should be “1”. For entire paper, the titles should be in bold form (12 point size), the main paper in Times New Roman style font (10 point size), the keywords in Bold-Italic form (10 point size). The paper form should be in A4 size and the space of the page should be 3 cm for all margins (top, bottom, left, right).
Keywords: The keywords should be no more than 3 words. They should be ordered according to their importance.
1. INTRODUCTION (12 POINT SIZE, BOLD, LEFT)

It should not include any space between paragraphs and should be written in justified form. The pages should not be numerized. The important words should be indicated by underlying or bold form. The main titles should be in bold, left side, 12 point size and with uppercase form, sub titles should be in bold, left side, 10 point size and with capitalizing each word form. The main context of the paper should be written in Times New Roman style in 10 point size form. All graphics, figures and tables should be placed into the paper. The entire paper should be no more than 10 pages (including all graphics, figures and tables). 
2. REFERENCES
· The references in the paper should be indicated by writing the surnames and publishing year in parantheses such as (Kobu, 2003.) 

· If the reference includes two authors, it should be indicated by writing the surnames of two authors and publishing year in parantheses such as (Birgün ve Yenen, 2005).

· If the reference includes more than two authors,  it should be indicated by adding “et. al.” Besides the surname of the first author such as (Gülen et. al., 2007). 

· In reference list, the papers should be indicated by using the surname of the author firstly and then their first letter of the names such as  (Birgün, S…).

· In reference list, the references should be ordered in alphabetically chronologic form.
